Living Off-Campus – Important Reminders & FAQs
If you are currently living off campus, please keep the following in mind:
· Rental Registration & Licensing
· All residential rental units must be registered annually with the Borough. You should ask to see the current rental license to make sure you live in a licensed apartment. 
· Rental properties are subject to periodic inspections, typically at least once every two years.
· All tenants must sign an Addendum to Lease Agreement to acknowledge their rights and obligations. 
· Tenant & Landlord Responsibilities
· The Borough’s Rental Housing Ordinance establishes rights and obligations to maintain safe rental units and authorizes inspections, issues licenses, and enforces compliance standards to protect tenants’ well-being.
· Landlords are required to have you sign the Addendum to Lease Agreement.
· No more than four unrelated people may live in a single dwelling unit. 
· The owner must inform tenants if there have been any prior Disruptive Conduct Reports against the rental unit. The reports are against the unit, not the tenants 
· After three (3) Disruptive Conduct Reports against a dwelling unit, a landlord is required to evict all tenants from the rental unit.
· Safety & Maintenance
· Know your exit routes from your sleeping room in case of an emergency.
· Test smoke and carbon monoxide detectors regularly.
· Do not unplug these life safety devices. 
· Recycling is MANDATORY and collected weekly.
· Trash is collected weekly from Borough trash carts
· Overfilling a trash cart is a fine. Extra trash bags can be purchased at the Borough office.
· Maintain your property: mow grass, shovel snow, and keep sidewalks clear. Parking on grass is prohibited.
· Trash and Red Solo cups on front lawns will be ticketed.
·  Noise & Conduct
· Keep noise to a minimum. Loud music or parties may result in a Disruptive Conduct Report if police respond (this can lead to citations or criminal complaints).
· If a property receives three Disruptive Conduct Reports, the landlord is required to evict all occupants under the Borough code.
· Be a good neighbor—engage with the community and respect those living nearby.
· Reporting Issues
· If you experience an issue in your apartment or house, notify your landlord or property manager immediately so it can be resolved quickly and safely.
· If the issue is not addressed, you may file a complaint with East Stroudsburg Borough. An online complaint form is available, and all information is kept confidential to the extent allowed by law.
· Tenants may request an inspection by a Code Enforcement Officer at any time.
